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Vo l u me  4 7 ,  I s s ue  1 1  The season of Fall has finally arrived!  This is by far my favorite time of year: the temperatures are 
cooler in the day and downright chilly at night; the trees dazzle us with one last display of multicol-
ored beauty before they enter their winter slumber; and churches all over the country feel the obli-
gation to talk about money and the Christian discipline of stewardship! 
 
WHAT?!?!  You don’t like it when the pastor talks about money?  Well, you’re not alone.   Even 
your pastor doesn’t particularly like talking about money, but there is good reason to do it anyway.  
What you do (or don’t do) with your money says a lot about you, your lifestyle, your worldview, 
and – yes – even your relationship to God and your neighbor.  So, while talking about stewardship 
of finances is not a particularly comfortable conversation topic, I feel like it is important that I enter 
this conversation with you. 
 
We will have ample opportunity to talk about personal stewardship of finances later on, but for 
now I want to discuss another one of my Rally Day Resolutions with you.  Appropriately, it has to 
do with financial stewardship. 
 
Resolution #3: 
Messiah Lutheran Church will increase its benevolence to the Rocky Mountain Synod to 7% 
of our Operating Budget (approximately $9,172). 

Every year we - the church leadership - ask for you to support the ministries of this congregation.  
Individually, you respond in many ways: giving your time, your possessions, and your money.  As 
a result, you see a lot of things that happen here around our congregation.  You see, for example, 
how your financial gifts keep the lights on, programs running and the staff paid and happy. 
 
But there are many things that happen with your money that you don’t see directly.  That’s because 
every year Messiah Lutheran Church sends a portion of your gifts to the Rocky Mountain Synod.  
Some of your money goes to support programs and resources offered by the Synod to its constitu-
ent congregations.  But that’s not all!  The Rocky Mountain Synod, in turn, sends 50% of the gifts 
it receives from congregations to the ELCA Churchwide organization.  There, the money is used to 
support congregations, ministries and programs all around the country and around the world. 
 
All of this happens as a result of your individual gifts to Messiah Lutheran Church, and without 
these channels of financial stewardship functioning properly this system breaks down and minis-
tries suffer. 
 
Currently, Messiah Lutheran Church is not providing a great example of financial stewardship.  
Our current benevolence to the Rocky Mountain Synod is $3,000, which is only 2.3% of our cur-
rent operating budget.  Think of how poorly our congregation would function if this was all that 
each of you gave to Messiah!  I can guarantee that many ministries would suffer as a result.  Now, 
imagine that same principle at work within the larger church, and you can imagine how our finan-
cial actions have an enormous impact on multiple ministries. 
 
One of the marks of a healthy church, I believe, is that it looks beyond itself both in terms of its 
mission and its finances.  We are making good headway in participating in the mission projects 
available beyond our doors.  The above Resolution, then, simply aims to improve our relative 
health in terms of our financial stewardship. 
 
This Resolution will certainly be a challenge for us to meet - especially given the current economic 
situation in our country - but I believe it is within our reach.  Let us work together to make our con-
gregation a great supporter of ministries both here and beyond.
