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       Last summer, Messiah sent eight of its members on a mission 
trip to Guam.  The experience was incredible, unforgettable, and inspi-
rational.  I think any member of that mission team would say the same 
thing.  Between the fellowship, service and learning that took place, I 
would say that mission trips certainly have a valuable influence on the 
spiritual lives of those who participate.  For that reason, I have made it 
a commitment to offer mission trips like that one every other year.  
 
Mission trips are not the only way to grow spiritually, however.  So, an-
other commitment I have made in my ministry is that in the non -mission
-trip years I will offer a Spiritual Growth Retreat.  These retreats are not 
so much like vacations, not so much like mission trips, and not so much 
like work.  Rather, it is a wonderful blend of all three.  We get to go to a 
beautiful location and spend time relaxing, but it is also a time to really 
dig into your spirituality and come out of the experience with a more 
vibrant faith.  
 
A few members from Messiah took part in our first Spiritual Growth Re-
treat in November of 2008, when we focused heavily on different kinds 
of prayer, especially in preparing ourselves for the Christmas rush.  This 
summer, our theme will be Discovering Your Spiritual Self.  Participants 
will have the opportunity to experience maturing in faith through differ-
ent spiritual practices ranging from creative writing and journaling to 
service work to relaxing to pilgrimages (on a small scale, of course!).  In 
any case, there will be ample time to deepen our spiritual lives in the 
way that makes the most sense to us during our time together.  
 
The 2010 Spiritual Growth Retreat will be held at the Logwood Bed & 
Breakfast (http://www.durango -logwoodinn.com) in Durango, Colorado 
from Thursday, July 8th - Sunday, July 11th.  The cost of the retreat will 
be approximately $200 per person including travel, meals, lodging and 
materials for the retreat.  (A firm price will be coming soon.)  A sign up 
sheet is in the Narthex.  Participants must be signed up by May 30, 
2010.
